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Mr. President,	
Honorable Delegates,

I am pleased that the third APA coordination meeting is being held and I thank you all for participating in this meeting which is being held in implementation of APA Resolution adopted in the Third APA Plenary held in Jakarta in November 2008.

Our previous coordination meetings provided a good opportunity to discuss on our common views on items of IPU agenda and share the Asian concerns with participants from other part of the world. 

The Purpose of today’s coordination meeting is to exchange views on important issues to be addressed at the 122nd IPU Assembly, bring the stances of member parliaments on IPU issues together in general, so as to promote the APA principles and objectives. 

In connection with the work of the APA, I would like to refer to the APA Resolution on the Streamlining of the APA Work which was adopted by the forth APA Plenary on 8 December 2009 in Bandung – Indonesia. According to this Resolution and to insure more active participation of Member Parliaments, the Secretariat in regular consultation with Member Parliaments and their offer to host meetings, has prepared the APA calendar of event for 2010 and was distributed via my letter No. SG/2010/25 dated 10 February, 2010. 
Considering this Calendar of Events, we would have three general meetings in Republic of Palau to follow the subjects under the Standing Committee on Social and Cultural affairs, in Islamic Republic of Iran on 12 -14 May 2010 to follow the subjects under the Standing Committee on Political affairs and in Russian Federation in June 2010 to follow the subjects under the Standing Committee on Economic affairs. 
The Palau meeting which was held on 14 -16 March, 2010 considered the Sub Committee on Combating Corruption in Asia, Sub Committee on Challenges and Opportunities of Globalization  in Asia, Sub Committee on Achieving Health Equity in Asia and Combating Illicit Drug Trafficking in Asia. The Report and outcomes of this meeting will be sent to all Member Parliaments in due time. I should convey my appreciation to the National Congress of Palau for their hospitality and good arrangements.
The Tehran meeting will be held on 12 – 14 May,2010 and should cover the Sub Committee on Major Issues of Peace and Security in Asia, Sub Committee on Declaration on Principles of Friendship and Cooperation in Asia, Sub Committee on Enhancing Cooperation between APA Member Parliaments and Their Governments in Asia as well as  Violations of International Humanitarian Law in Palestine and the War Crimes committed by Zionist regime in Gaza. 
The Moscow meeting will be held in June 2010 ( the exact date will be decided with consultation with the host authorities) to study Sub Committee on Integrated Energy Market  in Asia, Advisory Group for Energy and Sub Committee on Environmental Issues, Global Warming, Climate Change  in Asia.
The Parliaments of Turkey, Indonesia and Cambodia generously offered to host Sub Committee on Alleviating Poverty in Asia in Antalya on 1st half of June, 2010, Sub Committee on Ramifications of International Financial Crisis in Asia in Jakarta on 11 – 12 June 2010 and Sub Committee on Protecting and Respecting Cultural Diversity in Asia in Phnom Penh on 5 -6 July 2010. 
Therefore, while I am grateful to those distinguished Parliaments which offered to host APA meetings, I wish to appeal to you to ensure that a delegation from your parliament will participate in at least 2 of general meetings and 2 of Sub- Committee meetings. Your active participation in these meetings will help our new organization to strengthen its solidarity and character. 
My second appeal to you is to attach more importance to answer the letters and requests from APA Secretariat to provide required information. As a matter of fact, APA Secretariat only with the help and cooperation of Member Parliaments could prepare explicable reports on common issues.

I would like also to inform that we have included APA Day on 14 November in APA Calendar of Events for 2010. In this day of 2006 the charter of APA was adopted by the first Plenary session. I may suggest that all Member Parliaments honor this day and inform the public of the achievements of our young Assembly toward the integrity of Asia. 

I wish to thank you again for your participation in this meeting and am sure your consultations will benefit in the smooth running of the 120th IPU Assembly.
