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The second Executive Council of Asian Parliamentary Assembly in 2009 held its meeting on 7 December 2009 in Bandung, the Republic of Indonesia. APA Delegations from Bangladesh, Bahrain, Bhutan, Cambodia, China, DPRK, Lao, Indonesia, Iran, Korea, Malaysia, Maldives, Pakistan, Palau, Palestine, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Syria, Vietnam and Yemen participated in this meeting.

Honorable M. Hidayat Nur Wahid, member of the Indonesian House of Representatives, opened the meeting. He referred to many challenges facing Asia which should be tackled. He emphasized that APA resolutions should be translated into tangible terms. H.E. Dr. Nejad Hosseinian, the APA Secretary-General briefed the meeting on the APA activities since the meeting of the first Executive Council in August 2009. 

Honorable Seyed Abdul Khaliq Pirzade, member of the Senate of Pakistan and Honorable Ugay Tshering, member of the National Assembly of Bhutan were elected as the Vice-Chairperson and Rapporteur of the Executive Council meeting respectively.
A number of delegations requested the Executive Council to be accorded more time to study the Report of the Ad-hoc Committee on Financial Regulations. The Secretary-General informed the meeting that on 15 November 2009, the day after the conclusion of the Ad-hoc Committee meeting; all Member Parliaments were provided with the Report of the Ad-hoc Committee. He pointed out, however, that the Executive Council may recommend that the report should be further studied in 2010. The Executive Council decided to defer consideration of this item to the meeting of the Ad-hoc Committee in 2010 and amended the relevant resolution accordingly. The meeting adopted the amended resolution under EC.2/Res/2009/02. The meeting also adopted the resolution on Integrated Energy Market in Asia under EC.2/Res/2009/01.
The meeting endorsed the suggestion made by the Secretary-General on the Sub-Committees on Enhancing Cooperation between APA Member Parliaments and their Governments for Implementation of APA Decisions, Pursuing Implementation of the Declaration on Principles of Friendship and Cooperation in Asia, and Major Issues of Peace and Security in Asia that did not have their meetings in 2009. It referred the matter to the Standing Committee for Political Affairs to take the necessary decision.
The meeting decided to refer the draft resolution on Promoting the Interfaith and intercultural dialogue: the Roles of Asian Parliaments in Preventing Terrorism, proposed by the delegation of Indonesia and the draft resolution on Violations of International humanitarian Law in the Palestine and the War crimes Committed by the Zionist regime in Gaza proposed by the delegation of Palestine to the Standing Committee on Political affairs and the draft resolution on Rendering Assistance to the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan in Combating Illicit drug Trafficking, proposed by the delegation of Russian Federation to the Standing Committee on Social and Cultural Affairs.

The Executive Council meeting considered and adopted the agenda of the fourth APA Plenary Session as annexed to this report.
