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   13 October, 2010 
The First Executive Council of Asian Parliamentary Assembly in 2010 held its meeting on 12-13 October 2010 in Jakarta, the Republic of Indonesia. APA Delegations from Afghanistan, Bahrain, Bangladesh, Cambodia, China, India, Indonesia, Iran, Jordan, Kuwait, Lao PDR, Lebanon, Maldives, Pakistan, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Syria, Tajikistan, Thailand, Turkey and Vietnam participated in this meeting. 

Honorable Dr. H. Marzuki Alie, President of Asian Parliamentary Assembly and Speaker of the House of Representatives of Indonesia, delivered his opening statement at the beginning of the meeting. He pointed out that APA has been able to play a role and contribute to seeking solutions for various issues faced by the international community, particularly Asian countries. H.E. Dr. Nejad Hosseinian, the Secretary-General of APA presented his opening Statement to the Executive Council meeting and recognized Indonesian leadership of APA during the past two years.  


Honorable Dr. Muhammad Hidayat Nur Wahid, Chairman of Committee for Inter-Parliamentary Cooperation of the House of Representatives of Indonesia was elected as the Chairperson and Hon. Mohammad Zouheir Al Taghlibi of the People's Assembly of the Syrian Arab Republic and Hon. Koukeo Akhamountry, from the Parliament of Lao PDR were elected as the Vice-Chairpersons and Hon. Shafiqul Azam Khan, from the Parliament of Bangladesh was elected as the Rapporteur of the Executive Council Meeting.

The Chairman made an introductory statement. The Secretary-General presented his report on the APA activities in 2010 including the meetings of the Sub-Committees.  

The meeting adopted its Agenda unanimously; considered and discussed the reports of Sub-Committees Meetings held in 2010 and adopted the following decisions:

1. The Secretary-General briefed the meeting on the draft financial regulations and draft personnel regulations. He suggested that the draft financial regulations is ready and can be discussed by in this meeting now. He further informed that the Ad-hoc Committee can discuss draft personnel in the meeting of the Standing Committee on Economic and Social Development in 2011.  The Chairman proposed that both drafts be considered by the Ad-hoc Committee in 2011. The meeting endorsed the Chairman's conclusion. 

2. The Secretary-General also briefed the meeting on the relations between APA and International Conference of Asian Political Parties (ICAPP). He introduced the Draft Resolution on the establishment of cooperation between APA and ICAPP. The meeting decided to recommend the adoption of this Draft Resolution to the Plenary.

3. The Secretary-General proposed a Draft Decision on recognizing 14 November as the APA Day. The meeting decided to recommend the adoption of this Draft Decision to the Plenary.

4. The following draft Resolutions were considered and recommended to the Plenary for final approval:

· Draft Resolution on Combating Corruption

· Draft Resolution on Achieving Health Equity in Asia

· Draft Resolution on Challenges and Opportunities of Globalization in Asia 

· Draft Resolution on Supporting the Rights of Palestinian People 

· Draft Resolution on Reinforcing the Declaration on Principles of Friendship and Cooperation in Asia
· Draft Resolution on the Role of Asian Parliaments in promoting a Comprehensive Counter Terrorism and Occupation Strategy
· Draft Resolution on Measures for Enhancing Cooperation Between APA and Asian Governments

· Draft Resolution on Information and Communication Technology "ICT"

· Draft Resolution on Ramification of International Financial Crisis for the Economies of the Countries of APA Member Parliaments

· Draft Resolution on Integrated energy Market in Asia

· Draft Resolution on Environmental Issues, Global Warming, Climate Change and Planting Billions of Trees throughout Asia

· Draft Resolution on Protecting and Respecting Cultural Diversity in Asia 

· Draft Resolution on Alleviating Poverty in Asia

· Draft Resolution on the Role of Asian Parliaments to Promote a Comprehensive Counter-Terrorism and Occupation Strategy

5. The Draft Resolution on the Necessity of Effective Security Assurance and Denouncing the Use or the Threat of Use of Nuclear Weapons in International Relations was discussed by the meeting and considered the viewpoints and amendments proposed to the Draft Resolution by the Russian delegation. The meeting decided to refer this Draft Resolution to the Second Executive Council Meeting in 2010 in Damascus for consideration.

6. While expressing its willingness to support the palestinian people, the Russian delegation stated that it cannot support the Draft Resolution, in its current language, on Supporting the Rights of Palestinian People.
7. Upon consideration of the amendments proposed by Indonesian delgation to the Draft Resolution on the Role of Asian Parliaments in promoting a Comprehensive Counter Terrorism and Occupation Strategy , many delegations expressed their support for the amendments. The meeting adopted the Draft Resolution as amended and decided that the Secretariat will provide the final version of the Draft Resolution to the next Executive Council meeting in Damascus. 

8. The delegation of Indonesia proposed to establish 
a “Women Cordinating Committee” within APA. An exlanatory note on the subject will be provided by Indonesia to the next Executive Council Meeting in Damascus. The meeting welcomed this proposal and recommended it for approval to the next Plenary Meeting. 
9. With reference to paragraph 3 of the operative part of the Draft Resolution on Reinforcing the Declaration on Principles of Friendship and Cooperation in Asia, it was decided that the Secretariat shall hold communication with all Member Parliaments seeking their viewpoints on the ways and means for hosting and participating in the conference. The Parliament of Indonesia offered its willingness to host the conference in 2011, in the event that no Member Parliament would volunteer for hosting the conference. 
10. The meeting expressed gratitude to the people and House of Representatives of the Republic of Indonesia, particularly, Speakers dr. Agung Laksono and Dr. Marzuki Alie, not only for their generous and courteous hospitality, but also for their foresights in leading the APA activities for the past two years. The meeting congratulated the House of Representatives of the Republic of Indonesia on two important grounds: substantive leadership to help move APA forward on the path of greater Asian cooperation, friendship and integration on the one hand, and excellent professionalism in terms of smooth running of the many meetings Indonesia hosted as the APA President with the support of the personnel of the APA Secretariat, in accordance with a customary MOU where international meetings are held outside of the Headquarters, on the other.
