Integrated Energy Market in Asia (IEMA)

My appreciation also goes to all other distinguished delegates from APA Member Parliaments who traveled to this historic and beautiful city of Istanbul and wish you a pleasant stay and successful deliberations. 
Background
1. The Sub-Committee on Energy was the only Sub-Committee that held two meetings in 2008: the first meeting was held in Moscow on 15-16 May, and the second in Tehran on 7 October 2008 The Secretary-General submitted a report to the Sub-Committee contained in SG/Rep/2008/01/Rev.1. The Sub-Committee is yet to exhaust consideration of that report. The Secretary-General’s report in 2008 presented some ideas about an Asian Gas Network (AGN). Member Parliaments attending the two meetings of the Sub-Committee in 2008 as well as those attending the meeting of the Standing Committee on Energy during the 3rd Plenary Session in Jakarta, Indonesia on 27 – 29 November 2008 deliberated on the concepts presented by the Secretary-General about the AGN. 
2. The present report is a follow up report to the Secretary-general’s report in 2008, where stock has been taken of the deliberations in 2008 and some ideas of the report have been further explored. Therefore, the present report should be reviewed in conjunction with the 2008 report of the Secretary-General on Integrated Energy Market in Asia, SG/Rep/2008/01/Rev.1. The Secretary-General presented in 2008 some ideas about the General concepts and utilities of integration in Asia, potentials of integrated energy market in Asia, close cooperation of governmental energy experts and APA initiatives, and policy coordination within Member Parliaments on stability of energy market and improving energy intensity.

Integrated Energy Market in Asia (IEMA)

3. The Secretary-General recalls paragraphs 7-15 of SG/Rep/2008/01/Rev.1, and reiterates that:

"Integrated Energy Market refers to an energy market in a geographic territory composed of a group of countries that agree on a set of Laws and Regulations concerning all activities relative to energy."

The Integrated Energy Market in Asia is meant to include, among others, exploration and development of energy resources, production of various products, transmission, conservation policies, trade, research and development, and technology transfer. Integration of Energy Market will create huge markets in the areas of trade, services, transfer of know-how, etc., would reduce the costs to all involved, and would also maximize their common benefits when  compared with conventional bilateral, small markets. Market security, especially in the area of supply of energy to consumers, offers higher degrees of prediction in an integrated market, and at much lower costs of investment and financing. Such integration would also contribute to a much safer environment and cleaner planet.

Achievements in 2008

4. By resolution…the APA made a strategic decision and established an open-end “Advisory Group on Energy.” The current members of the “Advisory Group on Energy” are Indonesia, Islamic Republic of Iran, the Philippines, Russian Federation, the kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and Turkey whose governmental energy experts are to contribute to the ongoing debate in the Sub-Committee on Energy. The Secretary-General encourages other APA Member Parliaments, including other major energy producing and consuming countries to join the “Advisory Group on Energy” in order to better shape APA decisions on energy.
5. As of writing of this report, the Secretary-General has not received the names of governmental energy experts who constitute the “Advisory Group on Energy.” However, it is expected that the Group will find its organizational character when it holds its first meeting on 3 November 2009 in Istanbul, and would chart its path to contribute effectively to APA efforts on promoting an Integrated Energy Market in Asia.
Priority Areas of study to promote IEMA
6. Based on Sub-Committee deliberations in 2008, and on an expert assessment, the Secretary-General suggests that the Sub-Committee accord priority to addressing the following topics:  

a) Stability of energy market


b) Energy intensity
c) Framework proposal for integrated Asian routes for gas transmission: Asian Gas Network (AGN) 

d) Coordination of policies on the security of supply and demand 
e) Main features of a Road Map for Member Parliaments to strengthen targeted cooperation among Asian States to promote Integrated Energy Market in Asia.
The present report includes three presentations on the first three topics taking into account deliberations within the sub-committee in 2008 and further exploration of the issues by Secretariat experts. 
First presentation: Stability of Energy Market 

7. As decided in Moscow, Tehran and Jakarta, the Secretariat was requested to study the issue of "Stability of Energy Market" and its various aspects and dimensions. The first presentation offers some ideas on the following issues:

· Rationalization of demand in order to minimize dependence on fossil fuels in a medium to long-term period.

· Maximization of exploration and production of energy resources through intensive use of advanced technology, including recovery from the existing resources. 

· Investment in E&P operations throughout the continent. 

· Promotion of common energy conservation policies and standards. 

There are great opportunities for improvements in Asia for energy conservation. Given the critical importance of energy conservation and its organic link with market stability, the Secretary-General is of the view that the Member Parliaments should accord priority to providing information and exchanging experience on this issue.
Second presentation: Energy Intensity (EI)

8. The Secretary-General commissioned a preliminary study of energy intensity in Asia, including its impact on environment and future patterns of supply and demand. The findings of this study will be presented in the meeting of the Advisory Group on Energy and the Sub-Committee meeting to be held on 3-5 November 2009 in Istanbul, Turkey. Parliaments can play a critical role in this regard, including through promulgation of comprehensive legislation, setting the overall policy frameworks, and assisting governments to plan and execute workable plans for energy intensity reduction at all levels. Member parliaments are requested to share information and best practices in improving energy efficiency.
Third presentation: Integrated Asian Routes for Gas Transmission 

9. An earlier version of this study was presented to the Sub-committee in 2008. The updated study explores possible routes for Asian gas transmission, parameters of the use of existing infrastructures, existing gaps, and also possible scenarios for the future. It has taken into account the views and observations received from members of the Sub-committee, including the written comments by the delegation of the Russian Federation in 2008. 

The scope of this study is limited to the presentation and assessment of two possible scenarios for an Asian gas ring, including through utilization of existing and planned facilities and the level of coverage of such a gas route throughout the continent. While the idea of the proposed gas ring might appear as far-fetched at first glance, the findings of the study confirm its desirability from the vantage point of easier and cheaper access to natural gas across the continent and long-term environmental consideration. 
It may be added that a similar concept for transmission of electricity in Asia may also be developed. 

Coordination of energy policies on security of supply and demand 
10. Coordination of energy policies between governments is largely a function of prevalent political and economic environment. It is generally agreed that coordination of energy policies is expected to provide the highest degree of security for both suppliers and consumers of energy. In addition to coordinated energy policy, promoting an integrated energy market requires development of joint infrastructures like joint pipelines and port facilities.

Here are some benefits of coordination of energy policies in terms of bilateral, multilateral and Asia-wide agreements:
· Bilateral Agreement
Member countries could explore the best potential fields for cooperation with other members, especially with their neighbors, as priorities. This would help them share their strengths and weaknesses with each other, and would also promote closer friendly relations and strengthen mutual and collective security in various fields and areas.  Such cooperation could include the following:
a) Joint investments in exploration, development and production of energy resources.

b) Connection of energy networks including oil and gas, products pipelines, electric power transmission lines, roads and railroads for transportation of energy products, etc.

c) Joint development of requisite infrastructure in the field of energy use such as export/import ports facilities for oil and gas, inclusive of  LNG transport.
d) Deregulation and/or simplification of the rules and regulations pertaining to all such operations, including adoption of preferential tariffs, tax holidays for investment, custom duties exemptions or discounts.

e) Swaps of crude oil, oil products and natural gas, including facilitating trade with land-locked producers, with preference for those in Asia.

f) Human resources: exchange of expertise, education and training in various fields of the energy industry.

· Multilateral Agreements 
There exist enormous potentials for exchange within Asian countries, recognition of which could be considered an important aspect of the work of the Sub-Committee. The following includes some of such potential areas:
a) Joint investment in energy-related industries, including the E&P in energy resources by more than one country (mostly consumers and industrial countries) in a producer country.
b) Connection of oil and gas pipelines, power transmission lines, and swaps of energy resources between producers and consumers.
c) Technical cooperation and transfer of know how, including  through EPC contracts, education and training of experts in various fields of energy.

d) Promotion of cooperation in these fields by Parliaments in their respective countries, including through promulgation of requisite rules and regulations.
· Continental Scale Projects
"Asian Gas Network” (AGN), a huge, long-term project, can indeed be considered a pioneer and symbol of such continental scale cooperation among Asian countries. Promotion of such projects on an Asian scale requires the active involvement of all member Parliaments, and in close collaboration with their governments. The Sub-Committee and its Advisory Group on Energy can and should play an important role in this regard.  Some of the areas of cooperation are as follows:
a) Improvement in the environmental policies and projects throughout the continent, with both short- and long-term objectives, inclusive of the overarching objective of saving a safer planet for the future generations. "Energy Intensity", as an example, is already being studied by the Secretariat. Other areas of cooperation could include   energy conservation policies and standards, CO2 emissions trades, R&D on higher efficiency, as well as promotion of renewable sources of energy.

b) Deregulation and/or simplification of the relevant rules and regulations to help create a conducive environment for cooperation, especially for mega size continental scale projects and policies. This requires the active engagement of member Parliaments – the APA and its subsidiary bodies, inclusive of the Sub-Committee.
