3. Remarks by Chairperson  

The chairperson made his remarks during the opening session.   

4. Remarks by Secretary General 

The Secretary General made his remarks during the opening session. The main topics 

of his statement which was delivered  in Arabic are as follows:    

- Unfortunately, it is about one hundred days that Gaza is under the heavy 

bombardment of the Zionists criminals with the unprecedented support of its western 

supporters. During these days, the international community, which is the majority of 

the nations of the world, was witnessing the hostage taking of international institutions, 

especially the United Nations, with the undemocratic right of veto and despite the 

global uprising in support of Palestinian women and children, no effort was made to 

stop the crimes against humanity of the Israeli apartheid regime.    

- The recent establishment of the Committee on Palestine by APA at its 

Executive Council meeting in Antalya, Türkiye, reaffirms APA steadfast commitment 

and unwavering support for the Palestinian people in their endeavour to establish an 

independent state with Al-Quds as its capital. Since 2007, APA has constantly affirmed 

the legitimate right of the Palestinian people to use all available means to fight for and 

establish an independent state with full United Nations membership. 

-At this meeting we should focus on coordinate efforts to secure a lasting ceasefire an 

immediate halt to the war crimes, facilitating the delivery of humanitarian aid to 

besieged population in Gaza, establishing a fund for the reconstruction of cities 

devastated by the Zionist entity, advocate for the removal of the Zionist Knesset’s 

membership from the IPU and urge the International Criminal Court to address war 

crimes committed by Zionist war criminals.  

 

 

5. General Debate: 

The Following Member Parliaments made intervention during the General Debate: 

Bahrain, China, Indonesia, Iran, Kuwait, Lebanon, Malaysia, Pakistan, Palestine, Saudi 

Arabia,  
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These topics underlined in the statements of the majority of the countries:   

- The Israeli regime’s aggression against the Palestinian people resulting in at least the 

massacre of twenty-one thousand civilians among them around fifteen thousand 

women and children and the widespread destruction of Gaza and all its critical 

infrastructure. 

- The Israeli regime while committing these war crimes and atrocities, has deliberately 

opposed any perspective for an immediate ceasefire and opening of new corridors for 

humanitarian assistance to the people of Gaza and all other parts of the Occupied 

Palestinian Territories. We share the deep concern that the flames of these evil actions 

of the Israeli regime will go beyond the borders of the occupied Palestine and due to 

the current dire situation in Palestine, the entire West Asian region will face a very 

serious challenge with dangerous consequences for world peace and security.  

- They called for an immediate stop of the Israeli aggression and quick lift of the siege 

on Gaza to bring in medical, food, life supplies and fuels to the needy Palestinian 

civilians considering the coming winter 

- Several delegations condemn also the American partnership in the aggression, war 

crimes, Genocide, and crimes against humanity against the Gaza Strip, whether through 

direct participation in supplying the Israeli enemy with the latest products produced by 

the American war machine or through protecting it and covering up its crimes in 

international fora.  

- They Called on international human rights and legal organizations and institutions, 

especially the International Criminal Court, to take action on the war crimes, Genocide, 

and crimes against humanity committed by the Israeli regime in the Gaza Strip, and to 

punish the Israeli Zionist regime for committing them. 

- They also called for the support for the establishment of a Palestinian State in all 

Occupied Palestinian Territories with Al-Ghods as its eternal Capital, full membership 

of the State of Palestine in the United Nations and establishment of a special fund for 

the reconstruction of the cities destroyed by the Zionist war criminals.  

- Several delegations in their interventions strongly condemned the recent terrorist 

attack in the city of Kerman, Iran, and expressed their deep condolences to the bereaved 

families and people and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran and called for 

those responsible, to be held accountable for the deadly blasts. (Attachment IV)  

 

6. Consideration of the Final Communique  

 The "Final Communique on the Current Situation in Palestine" was considered and 

adopted by unanimity. The final Communique is attached. (Attachment V)

Today, the issue of Gaza is the most important issue in Asia and the world. Gaza 

is a test for humanity to test its conscience. The situation that prevails in occupied 

Palestine today is both a clear example of regional and international insecurity and a 

clear manifestation of crime and genocide. The issue of Palestine and the 75-year 

occupation of an ancient land and the displacement of the majority of its native 

inhabitants and the suppression and humiliation of the remaining population in Gaza 

and the West Bank is not just a Palestinian–Israeli issue. The issue of Palestine is the 

issue of humanity and the entire international community. Therefore, all countries and 
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individual human beings have a responsibility to end this inhumane and shameful 

situation. We are facing a real holocaust in Gaza now. There is not a day that we don't 

witness this regime's massive attack on civilian centers such as schools, residential 

complexes, mosques, churches and even hospitals. During the last 3 months, the Israeli 

regime has massacred more than 23,000 Palestinians, 70% of whom are women and 

children. It is very unfortunate that in the face of such a large amount of bombing, 

destruction, genocide, war crimes and violations of all principles of humanitarian 

rights, the so-called western civilized world has remained silent and passive, and in 

this case, the heavy shadow of modern ignorance is clearly visible. In recent years and 

decades, unfortunately, the international community and legal and human rights 

institutions have turned a blind eye on the continuation of 75 years of occupation, 

colonization and exploitation of Palestine by foreigners of European and American 

descent and the commission of a multitude of war crimes and crimes against humanity 

by the child-killing regime, and, in return, they have expected self-restraint and 

acceptance of the conditions of occupation by the Palestinian people. What is 

happening in occupied Palestine and especially in Gaza is a cause of deep concern, 

regret and shame for the human race. The crimes that are taking place are a double 

injustice to a nation that has been deprived of all the components of human rights and 

human dignity; No conscientious person and no responsible government can be 

indifferent to the heinous crimes taking place and their very dangerous effects and 

consequences on the peace and security of the region. 

Esteemed audience, 

Article 1 of the United Nations Charter emphasizes the right of nations to self-

determination. By taking illegal occupation of Palestinian lands and transferring its 

population to the occupied lands, the Zionist regime has grossly violated the right to 

self-determination of the Palestinian people. Based on this, the resistance of the 

Palestinian people against the occupation and the gross and continuous violation of 

their human rights, in the true sense of the word, is their "legitimate and legal defense" 

against oppression, aggression and violation. The right to legitimate defense is an 

inherent right belonging to the Palestinian nation against the occupation and aggression 

of the fake regime; the Palestinians as a nation that have been unjustly deprived of the 

fundamental right to self-determination and have been exposed to human rights 

violations and human dignity violations at any moment. This is a right that the 

Palestinian nation does not need to obtain permission or orders from any other party to 

exercise, and with the benefit of complete independence and maturity, which is the 

product of decades of struggle and enduring the most severe hardships, the Palestinian 

nation has the right to decide on the quality of self-defense and how to exercise it. 

Misleading projections do not change the fact that Al-Aqsa Storm operation was a 

symbol of the spontaneous and natural movement of the Palestinian people to defend 

their inherent rights and human dignity and an inevitable reaction against the occupiers’ 
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endless cruelty and aggression against the innocent people of Palestine. Those who 

seek to legitimize the Zionist regime must answer this question that “in which legal 

school does the continuation of an occupation lead to its legitimacy?” According to any 

legal principle, the continuation of the occupation does not legitimize the occupation 

and does not create the right of ownership for the occupier, even if 75 years have 

passed! 

Dear MPs, 

Today, the appropriate expectation and demand of the defenseless Palestinian 

nation and also that of the public opinions of the world is to take a step further against 

the crimes of the occupying and barbaric Israel and not to be satisfied with merely 

taking a stand and condemning this regime and to take operational measures. At the 

current time, what can effectively contain Israel's crimes is operational measures such 

as cutting off or reducing the level of political and economic relations with the Zionist 

regime, embargoing the oil and goods of the regime, recognizing the right of the 

Palestinian nation to defend itself and trying to liberate the occupied territories, as well 

as recognizing the Israeli regime as a terrorist regime and its army as a terrorist 

organization, and the establishment of a special international mission to deal with 

Israeli crimes before international courts. At this stage, there are 4 basic priorities that 

should be placed on the agenda of our governments: "immediate, complete and 

permanent cessation of attacks", "facilitating, accelerating and increasing the sending 

of humanitarian aid to Gaza and opening a humanitarian corridor to transport the 

wounded and sick persons outside of Gaza", "completely lifting the blockade of Gaza" 

and "decisive opposition to forced migration". In addition, the reconstruction of Gaza 

is considered a basic urgency after the war. All members of this institution are expected 

to begin from now to make plans for the issue of Gaza reconstruction and collection of 

financial, technical and logistical aid. 

Dear colleagues; 

The Islamic Republic of Iran once again points out the responsibility of the 

supporters of the occupying side to put pressure on the Zionist regime and to stop its 

criminal actions, including the attempt to commit genocide against the Palestinians and 

to create major demographic changes in the face of occupied Palestine and the region, 

and warns the supporters of this regime to prevent it from continuing its crimes as soon 

as possible. This is the only possible way to prevent the spread of the crisis in the region 

and beyond. 

Dear guests; 

The future of Palestine belongs to the Palestinian people, and no actor has the 

right to make decisions for these people. Any political plan regarding the future of Gaza 
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should be consulted with the people of this Strip. We believe that at this critical and 

decisive moment, it is necessary to send a single, strong message to the aggressor 

Zionist regime. This meeting should lead to the adoption of a unified position and 

taking effective and coordinated steps to activate all the levers of pressure to 

immediately stop the brutal attacks of the Zionist regime's bloodthirsty army on Gaza 

by expressing disgust at the unbridled crimes committed by the Zionists in Gaza. 

In conclusion, I declare that within the framework of common custom, 

international law and UN resolutions, while recognizing the right of the Palestinian 

people to resist the occupation, the Islamic Republic of Iran emphasizes on the 

necessity of exercising the right to self-determination and forming a Palestinian state 

with Noble Quds as its capital and the return of the refugees, calling for all countries 

to put this issue on their urgent and serious agenda. The Islamic Republic of Iran’s 

position in this regard is clear and principled. Our country's plan under the title of a 

referendum by the Palestinian nation is based on the rules of international law and the 

United Nations Charter, and it is the only fair solution to the Palestinian issue that has 

been registered in the United Nations and can draw a promising future for the 

Palestinians.

Mr. Chair,  
Distingusihed colleagues, 
  
Before I start, I express my condemnation of the terror attacks in Kirman province of 
Iran that claimed more than a hundred lives. I also express my deep condolences to 
the bereaved families of those who lost their lives in this terror attack and the 
government and people of Islamic Republic of Iran. 
 
I thank our Iranian colleagues for hosting this timely meeting about the Palestinian 
cause as well.  
 
As you know, during the Executive Council meeting of the APA held in Antalya on 
November 26-29, 2023, it was decided to establish this committee and Türkiye was 
one of the Members Country supports establishing Palestine Committee, so we are 
very pleased to be here now. 
 
I believe that our gathering today will offer an opportunity to contribute to our joint 
efforts to end the bloodshed in Gaza. 
  
Indeed, one of the greatest humanitarian disasters of recent history has been 
unfolding before our eyes.  
  
It is a shame that no civilian object, including hospitals, schools and even places of 
worship, is spared by the Israeli forces. There is no safe place left for civilians, kids, 
the sick or wounded.  
  
Regrettably, the United Nations responsible to preserve peace in the world is 
paralyzed for reasons we are all familiar with.  
 
However, we cannot simply look on the war crimes committed by Israel in Gaza. 
 
The West Bank is also nearing the boiling point because of the rampaging settler 
violence.  
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Therefore, we need to act in unity and speak with one voice against the Israeli 
aggression. 
 
Israeli officials who commit war crimes in Palestine must be held accountable before 
law.  
 
With that understanding, we support efforts on the legal front with the International 
Court of Justice as well as with International Criminal Court.  
 
Ignoring the root causes of today’s problems will not contribute to solution at all. The 
root cause is definitely the ongoing, deepening occupation of the Palestinian territory 
by Israel.  
 
What needs to be done is crystal clear: 
  
i)             Immediate ceasefire must be declared.  
  
ii)            Sustainable and unhindered flow of humanitarian assistance into Gaza must 

be ensured.      
  
iii)           The parties must be brought together to negotiate a two-state solution based 

on 1967 borders with East Jerusalem as the capital of the State of Palestine.    
  
 
Türkiye will continue to stand with the righful cause of Palestine.  
 
Meanwhile, we continue to do our utmost for healing the wounds of the Gazan 
people.      
  
So far, we sent some 3,600 tons of humanitarian assistance. Our aid included food 
parcels, field hospitals, ambulances, medical supplies, equipment and medicine, 
many generators and potable power supplies, drinking water, mobile kitchen and 
shelter materials. 
  
Besides, a total of 283 Palestinian patients and injured were brought to Türkiye for 
treatment.  
  
We also made additional contributions to the UN Palestine Refugee Relief and Works 
Agency (UNRWA) within the scope of the Urgent Appeal of the UN Office for the 
Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA). 
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We all have to put our minds and hands together to help Palestinians achieve their 
legitimate rights and objectives. 
 
Lastly, initiatives to date have not yielded a lasting solution because Israel has not 
delivered on its commitments. That's the reason why we put forward the idea of 
guarantorship. 
 
We remain ready to take responsibility in this regard once parties achieve a peace 
deal.

Final Communique  
on the Current Situation in Palestine 

 

We the representatives and parliamentarians of the Asian Parliamentary 
Assembly (APA Member Parliaments gathered in Tehran on 10 January 2024 in 
the first meeting of the APA Committee on Palestine to discuss the current 
situation in Palestine following the Israeli regime’s aggression against the 
Palestinian people resulting in at least the massacre of twenty-one thousand 
civilians among them around fifteen thousand women and children and the 
widespread destruction of Gaza and all its critical infrastructure. The Israeli 
regime while committing these war crimes and atrocities, has deliberately 
opposed any perspective for an immediate ceasefire and opening of new corridors 
for humanitarian assistance to the people of Gaza and all other parts of the 
Occupied Palestinian Territories. We share the deep concern that the flames of 
these evil actions of the Israeli regime will go beyond the borders of the occupied 
Palestine and due to the current dire situation in Palestine, the entire West Asian 
region will face a very serious challenge with dangerous consequences for world 
peace and security. The meeting after discussing the ongoing barbaric crimes 
committed by the Israeli regime against the Palestinian civilians in the Gaza Strip 
and the West Bank, declares the following: 

1. Condemn in strongest terms the Zionist aggression and the genocidal 
war committed by the Israeli regime against the Palestinian people in Gaza 
and the West Bank, and call for its immediate stop of the Israeli aggression 
and quick lift of the siege on Gaza to bring in medical, food, life supplies 
and fuels to the needy Palestinian civilians considering the coming winter. 

2. Condemn also the American partnership in the aggression, war crimes, 
Genocide, and crimes against humanity against the Gaza Strip, whether 
through direct participation in supplying the Israeli enemy with the latest 
products produced by the American war machine or through protecting it 
and covering up its crimes in international fora.  
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3. Call on international human rights and legal organizations and 
institutions, especially the International Criminal Court, to take action on 
the war crimes, Genocide, and crimes against humanity committed by the 
Israeli regime in the Gaza Strip, and to punish the Israeli Zionist regime for 
committing them. 

4. Urge the expulsion of the Zionist Knesset from the Inter-Parliamentary 
Union (IPU) and its subsidiary organs. 

5. Continue to work to isolate the Israeli regime and withdraw its 
recognition due to its apartheid, racist, fascist, and terrorist entity. 

6. Support strongly the establishment of a Palestinian State with Al-Ghods 
as its eternal Capital, and the right of return of all Palestinian refugees to 
their homeland from which they were displaced since 1948. 

7. Support full membership of the State of Palestine in the United Nations. 

8. Reject all plans and projects for the forced displacement of the 
Palestinian people from either the Gaza Strip or the West Bank. 

9. Support the establishment of a special fund to provide the Palestinian 
people with necessary financial assistance to rebuild what was destroyed 
by the Zionist regime’s war machine in the Gaza Strip, and support also the 
projects and investments for the process of economic, social, and cultural 
advancement of the Palestinians while exercising all efforts to stop Zionist 
settlement and annexation operations and plans in the West Bank and 
dismantle the existing settlements on the Palestinian lands, as they are 
illegal settlements. 

10. Confront the processes of Judaization and invasions of the Islamic and 
Christian religious places, especially Al-Aqsa Mosque and its courtyards, 
and reject any measure that affects their historical and legal status until 
the establishment of an independent Palestinian State with Al-Quds as its 
Capital. 

11. Recall the UN Resolution No. 3379, which considers “Zionism to be a 
form of racism and racial discrimination,” hostile to the Palestinian people 
and stability in the region. 

12. Demand the Member Parliaments’ relevant health institutions to 
provide support to the Palestinian health institutions at various levels. 

13. Demand also, in line with respective resolutions adopted by other 
international organizations, boycott the Israeli regime’s products and 
goods, and call on all political, trade union, social, cultural, and sporting 
institutions to adhere to this. 
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14. Stress the necessity of commitment to the Geneva Conventions 
regarding the protection of Palestinian civilians and call for their full 
implementation in this regard including the release of all Palestinian 
hostages and prisoners taken by the Israeli regime. 

15. Request all regional and international organizations and institutions 
concerned with the protection of children and women to take their role in 
punishing the Israeli regime and its officials for crimes committed against 
Palestinian civilians. In this context, decide to consider the formation of a 
legal parliamentary committee to consider the possibility of supporting 
the submission of complaints to the International Criminal Court and 
follow up on it. 

16. Call on the Member Parliaments to provide and facilitate all forms of 
diplomatic, political, material, relief, medical, and educational support to 
the State of Palestine and its people. 

17. Support the Palestinian National Council in all regional, international, 
and continental parliamentary arrangements and networks.
